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2012 WIN Collision Repair Instructor
Conference Scholarship Award Criteria

» A short essay responding to the following question; “Why I should be considered to
receive WIN scholarship monies?”

» A short recommendation letter from their program administrator acknowledging
the applicant as an instructor in good standing and they will allow the instructor to
attend the conference if selected.

> A page listing current contact information including name, address, phone numbers
and email.

Information about the scholarship opportunity will be sent to collision repair technology
programs from the Collision Repair Education Foundation and NATEF program lists. A press
release will be sent out and information will be posted on the WIN website and appear in WIN
Conference materials.

Selection:

The applicant’s criteria packet and related information will be sent to the WIN Scholarship
Committee for review and recommendation to the WIN Board. The Board will give the final
approval. The Scholarship Committee will contact and handle arrangements for the recipients
with the Conference Committee and assign a mentor to serve as a hostess at the conference.
